MLSA VOTES FOR CROKE PARK PROPOSALS

 

The Medical Laboratory Scientists Association (MLSA) has voted decisively in favour of the Proposals for Pay and Reform in the Public Service. 

81% of MLSA members in the public service who participated in the ballot voted for the Croke Park proposals.

68.4% of the public service members of the MLSA took part in the vote.

The MLSA, an affiliate of SIPTU, has 2000 members of whom over 1800 work in the public service.
